The All Church Retreat is fastly approaching on Aug. 1-3rd at Ross Camp. Please submit your registration forms ASAP if you haven’t done that. There is a shoebox in the narthex of the church to drop forms off, or send them in by mail, or give them to Eric Thiel. This letter contains important information that you need for the retreat, so please read on.  Registration begins at 6 pm on Friday night, Aug. 1..

This event is open to all friends and members of the UUC. Please feel free to just stop in for a meal, a workshop, the bonfire on Friday night, or the dance on Sat. night. Just come out for a few hours if your schedule does not permit you to stay for the entire retreat. Registration forms are still available and will be at the camp too, if you don’t have one, so just come out and have some FUN!!

Directions to Ross Camp: From West Lafayette (State Street/River Road intersection on the Levee), take South River Road for 8.1 miles to 875 W. You will go past Ft. Ouiatenon and continue past Granville Bridge (on left).  After Granville Bridge the road winds around and climbs until you get to the Ravines Golf Course.  Once you see the golf course on your left (south) look for County Rd. 875 W. Take a left on 875. You will drive thru the golf course toward the Wabash River. You will come to Ross Hills Park first but do not turn in, continue on to Ross Camp (another 1/2 mile or so). Ross Camp is at the corner of S925W and 75. There is an entrance road - Look for the large ‘A’ frame building to your left with a pond in front of it. That’s where we’re staying. There is a parking lot next to the 'A' frame.  Please check in first at the registration desk before unpacking.  Campsites are located north of the ‘A’ frame, but need to check in too at the registration table. The ‘A’ frame is air-conditioned.


Things you will need or may want: Bedding or sleeping bag (bare mattress only provided), towels, washcloths, bath soap and toiletries, lawn chair, cards, board game or jigsaw puzzle, bikes,  air mattress, yoga mat, flashlight, box of Kleenex, rain gear, old shoes or boots, nightlight, extension cord, small reading light, camera and film, swim suits, insect repellent, binoculars, nature field guides, bedtime stories for kids, good walking shoes, hat, Frisbees- regular and golf Frisbees, bikes (good place for biking and safe for kids), roller blades,  rainy day activities, shoes for dancing on Saturday night; golf clubs, and anything else you happen to think of.  Bring musical instruments, too; there will probably be some jam sessions during the day and evening at the bonfire.  

Bring any homemade goodies you may want to prepare and share; cookies, fruit and quiche are all welcomed! If you are a gardener and have veggies/herbs to share, please bring them too, we'll put them into salad or pasta. 


SPECIAL INFORMATION:

Pets are allowed at the camp but not in the ‘A’ frame.   Smoking is prohibited in the buildings.  

UPON ARRIVAL:

Please come in and register to get your room assignment, sign up for workshops and volunteer times for kitchen/cooking/ cleanup, get your nametag.  Everyone is expected to help pitch in with food preparation and cleanup after meals. 

Friday night we will be providing light snacks then head out for a campfire/smores/hotdogs, It is a night to relax and enjoy the simple pleasure of being away from home with friends and family.  

Workshops will be provided on Sat. morning, Sat. afternoon. Nursery will be provided during workshops, if need be, and during Sunday worship service.  

There will be a worship service Sunday, followed by brunch.  We ask that everyone help clean up the kitchen after brunch and help load supplies that must be returned to the church before heading to final activity, hike to Wabash river, bike ride or just relaxing outdoors.
